FACTS ON VISATM CHECK CARD 

1) Your card can be used at any Money Pass, Pulse or Plus Systems ATM.  Also, your card can be used at a Network that shows any of these logos.  If ATM has a Money Pass logo, there will be no ATM fee charged to your account.

2) To change your Personal Identification Number (PIN) to any four numbers you prefer, stop by and see our new account representatives.

3) Be careful not to scratch the magnetic strip on the back of your card or contact it with other magnetized items.

4) The ATM and Point Of Sale (POS) transactions will be listed on your checking or savings statement.  These transactions should match your ATM and POS receipts.  Any unauthorized ATM or POS transactions should be reported to the Minster Bank immediately.

5) You must have a Minster Bank checking or savings account to have a VisaTM Check Card.  In order for a VisaTM Check Card to work at POS, you must have a checking account.  At ATM machines, you can have access to three checking and three savings accounts.  By adding a savings account to your VisaTM Check Card, we will automatically send you a monthly combined statement showing checking and savings activity.

6) If you have multiple checking or savings accounts attached to your ATM card, please see one of our New Account Representatives on how to access these accounts.

7) Your cash withdrawal limit is $400.00 per day per VisaTM Check Card.  This limit resets every 24 hours at 6:00PM.   Using the check card, you may not exceed $1,000.00 in transactions per day for point-of-sale purchases.

8) There is no transaction charge if you use our ATMs location in Minster, Wagner’s IGA in Minster, New Bremen, St Marys, Wapakoneta, Sidney, Troy and/or at any ATM displaying Money Pass logo.  If you use any other ATM, there will be a $1.00 charge for each transaction, such as cash withdrawal, deposits, transfers, and balance inquiries.  When using other ATMs, you may also be charged a surcharge fee from the owner of the ATM.  Surcharging usually only occurs when you make withdrawals.

9) Replacement or additional cards cost $5.00 each.

10) The Card is property of Minster Bank, and we may revoke or cancel all or any part of the privileges related to the Card.  You will surrender the Card to us if we request.

11) All ATM Withdrawals

i) Transactions completed before 2:00 PM Monday through Friday will be posted the same business day.

ii) Transactions after 2:00 PM Monday through Thursday will be posted on the next business day.  Transactions after 2:00 PM on Friday, and all day Saturday and Sunday will be posted on Monday’s business.

12) All Point-of-Sale (POS) Withdrawals

i) The simplest way to use your VisaTM Check Card is to present it to the merchant as a regular VisaTM Card.  There is no need to inform the merchant that it is a check card.  VisaTM Check Card transactions will be handled by the merchant just like a credit card but will be deducted from your checking account and will be detailed on your regular checking account statement.

ii) All point-of-sale merchant transactions will be withdrawn from your primary checking account.

13) All ATM Deposits

i) When making a deposit, only the ATM receipt account balance will reflect the entire deposit amount.

ii) Please use an ATM envelope when making a deposit.  No deposit slip is necessary when making a deposit.

iii) Deposits can only be made at ATM’s located in Ohio, not all banks accept deposits.

14) When making a transfer from one deposit account to another, your ATM receipt account balance will reflect change.

15) You have 30 seconds to enter each ATM selection before a warning beep sounds.  If no selection is entered, you will have an additional 30 seconds before your card is denied.

16) Safety Tips

i) Never allow anyone else to use your Card.

ii) Protect the secrecy of  your Personal Identification number (PIN).  Don’t tell anyone your PIN.  Don’t give anyone information regarding your VisaTM Check Card or PIN over the telephone.  Don’t write your PIN where it can be discovered.  Prevent others from seeing you enter your PIN by using your body to shield their view.

iii) Mark each transaction in your account record, but not while at the ATM or night deposit facility.  Always save your ATM receipts.  Don’t leave them at the ATM or night deposit facility because they may contain important account information.

iv) When you receive your VisaTM Check Card, remember to sign the backside.

v) Lost or Stolen card must be reported immediately to keep your potential exposure to a minimum.  Call Minster Bank at (419)628-2351 to report a lost or stolen card.  If Minster Bank is closed; please call 800-264-5578 to report your lost or stolen VisaTM Check Card.

vi) Prepare for your transactions at home to minimize your time at the ATM or night deposit facility.

vii) Compare your records with the account statements you receive.

viii) When you make a transaction, be aware of your surroundings.  Look out for suspicious activity near the ATM or night deposit facility, particularly if it is after sunset.  At night, be sure that the facility (including the parking area and walkways) is well lighted.  Consider having someone accompany you when you use the facility, especially after sunset.  If you observe any problem, go to another ATM or night deposit facility.

ix) Don’t accept assistance from anyone you don’t know when using an ATM or night deposit facility.

x) If you notice anything suspicious or if any other problem arises after you have begun an ATM transaction, you may want to cancel the transaction, pocket your card and leave.  You might consider using another ATM or coming back later.

xi) Don’t display your cash; pocket it as soon as the ATM transaction is completed, and count the cash later when you are in the safety of your own car, home, or other secure surrounding.

xii) At a drive-up facility, make sure all the car doors are locked and all of the windows are rolled up, except the driver’s window.  Keep the engine running and remain alert to your surroundings.

xiii) We want the ATM and night deposit facility to be safe and convenient for you.  Therefore, please tell us if you know of any problem with a facility.  For instance, let us know if a light is not working or there is any damage to a facility.  Please report any suspicious activity or crimes to both the operator of the facility and the local law enforcement officials immediately.

17) International Activity 

i) The exchange from international currency to US currency occurs when the transaction clears your account.  In some instances, the exchange rate (the rate that is used to convert international currency to US currency) may fluctuate from the time the transaction was made until the time it clears your account.

ii) If visiting foreign countries, we suggest you use a VisaTM Check Card with a checking account attached.

iii) If visiting foreign countries, contact Minster Bank so we can remove any fraud watch or blocks that may be placed on your VisaTM Check Card.

19) If you have a problem with the quality of goods or services that you purchase with a VisaTM  Check Card, you need to correct the problem with the merchant.  If fraud or unauthorized bring to bank.  We will ask you to complete an Affidavit of Unauthorized Electronic Fund Transfer Form.
